ARTICLE 1  GENERAL





1.1 The Cinemanila International Film Festival will be held in various cinemas around Metro Manila, Philippines from October 15-25, 2009.


 


1.2. The films will be divided into these categories: World Cinema, Asian Cinema, Southeast Asian Cinema, Philippine Panorama, Digital Lokal and Young Cinema.





1.3. Participation in the festival is open to full-length features, short films and documentaries. 


 


1.4. To be eligible for participation, films produced after January 2008 must fulfill the following conditions:





Must be in 35 mm or accepted digital formats (digi beta, HD 24p, digital video (NTSC). Please see � HYPERLINK "http://www.cinemanila.org.ph" ��www.cinemanila.org.ph� for more details.


Films entering the Young Cinema Competition should not have been released commercially in the Philippines.


Foreign-language films must have English subtitles.





1.5. A committee will be duly appointed to screen all films and assign them to specific categories. 


 


1.6. The screening committee will choose 6 to 10 films from each category to actively participate in the festival competition. 





1.7. All other films not selected for Competition are eligible for exhibition programs of the festival.





1.7. The screening schedule for the festival will be communicated to the participants. 





1.8. After official selection of a film, the festival is authorized to use excerpts of the film with a maximum of three minutes, nationally and internationally for promotional purposes. 





1.9. The screenings of the selected films will be held in various cinemas around Metro Manila for the duration of the festival. 





1.10. To ensure the success of the Festival, the Cinemanila International Film Festival 2009 Executive Committee reserves the right  to change, amend, modify  or  repeal any of  the foregoing rules and regulations if it is in the highest interest of the Festival. 

















ARTICLE 2   APPLICATION





2.1. The closing date of the candidacies (with the entry form filled and signed) is set on Friday, August 14, 2009.  The entry form must be submitted along with the following enclosures:  





Short synopsis (one paragraph in English)


Filmography and Biography of the director (one page, in English)


Cast and crew list


Still photos of the film and the director, poster and press booklet (optional)





2.2. Preview copies (DVD copy, mini DV, NTSC) of films with English sub-titles must be submitted for selection to the Cinemanila secretariat on or before August 14, 2009. 


 


A film cannot be withdrawn from the program after it has been formally accepted.  





Screening copies and entry materials (mentioned in Article 2.1 and Article 2.2) will not be returned.





2.5. Screeners and entry materials have to be sent pre-paid directly to the festival office and must be clearly labeled “No Commercial Value, For Cultural Use Only”.  If required to declare a value, declare only $5.00.  If the tape is sent through an express courier service, the costs of shipping, insurance and custom duties and taxes must be paid by the sender. 





ARTICLE 3      FILM SELECTION AND 


DISPATCH OF PRINTS





3.1. See Article 1 for selection specifics.





3.2. Upon notification of selection of a film, The press material of each selected film must be sent to the festival office in order to be included in the catalogue.  Publicity materials as well as TV clips (Betacam NTSC format) are requested for good promotion of the film during the festival.  The TV clips can be copied in order to be screened on TV channels during the festival.  Authorization of the producer may be needed for future use. 





3.3. The prints of foreign films will be admitted into the Philippines under the control of temporary admission, on the condition that they are sent pre-paid to:

3.4.  For all films sent to Cinemanila, insurance costs as well as customs taxes and broker’s fees (both ways) are at the applicant’s charge.  Only costs of storage and insurance within the cinema where the screenings will be held are covered. 





3.5.  A proforma invoice must accompany the print. 


 


Cinemanila will not be responsible for damage of a print in transit.





The prints of the films for screening must be technically perfect. 


 


3.8.  The prints must arrive in the Philippines by October 1, 2009 and must be available to the festival until October 26, 2009.
